How long before the train departs should I be 
at the station?
The recommended arrival time for each station varies, but plan 
to arrive at least 30 minutes prior to your scheduled departure. 
If you need help with luggage, tickets or any other services, or if 
you are departing from a large or busy station, we recommend 
you arrive at the station even earlier. To confirm your train will be 
arriving on time, please call 1-800-USA-RAIL. 

How much luggage can I bring?
In general, each passenger is allowed two (2) carry-on bags, each 
not to exceed 50 lbs. (23 kg), 28 x 22 x 14 inches (700 x 550 x 350 
millimeters), free of charge. Additionally, each passenger can 
check up to four bags - two free of charge and two for $20 per 
bag, each not to exceed 50 lbs. (23 kg), 75 linear inches (length + 
width + height) if the origin and destination stations offer checked 
luggage service. *Subject to change
